Superintending Engineers

The Superintending Engincers holding the charge of Elec-
tricity Transmission Circles are competent to decide individual
orders for purchase of stores upto Rs. 25,000, provided they
have themselves invited the tenders at circle level and that the
comparative statements are got checked by the Head Assistant
of the Circle. There is no limit and they may decide as many
orders as they may require for the divisions under their charge
on the basis of maximum six months’ requiremerits, provided
that no fresh order will be placed for the same item before the
expiry of 60 days from the date of previous order of the
same item,

Executive Engineers

The Executive Engineers are empowered to decide orders
for purchase of stores upto Rs. 10,000 in a calender month,
They may place order to the extent of Rs, 25,000 in a calender
month with the approval of the Superintending Engineer, if
posted in Electricity Distribution/Electricity {Civil) Distribution/
Electricity Test/Eleciricity Transmission/Electricity Test and
Commissioning/Electricity Microwave Divisions. In respect
of Executive Engineers posied in Projects and Civil Construction
Divisions (T & D) the amount of purchases in a calender month
may be extended upto Rs. 50,000 with the approval of Superin-
tending Engineer., No individual order above Rs, 10,000 will
be decided by the Executive Engineer at his now in any case.
